This letter is to request a deviation authorized in accordance with 14 CFR 91.319(h) and according to Order 8900.1, Volume 3, paragraph 3-293 (Instructions for issuance of a Letter of Deviation Authorization (LODA).  
The purpose of this petition for deviation is to permit (entity) to conduct pilot and flight instructor training in experimental category rotorcraft-gyroplanes contrary to the requirements established in § 91.319(a)(1) & (2).   
In accordance with Order 8900.1, Volume 3, paragraph 3-293(B)(2h), (entity) requests AFS-800 approval toward the issuance of an initial gyroplane pilot certificate, rating or operating privilege (“primary training”). Specifically, this petition for deviation is to permit gyroplane flight training for initial, additional rating, Sport Pilot, Recreational Pilot, Private Pilot, Commercial Pilot, Flight Instructor, Biennial Flight Review, proficiency flight training, and transition, initial and recurrent flight training for operation of a specific make and model of an experimental gyroplane.  [See (E) below for reasons for this request to include such “primary” initial training.]

In accordance with 14 CFR 91.319(h), I am submitting the following information to request a deviation from § 91.319(a) (1) & (2).

(d) The extent of relief you seek, and the reason you seek the relief: 

To permit (entity) to conduct flight training in experimental rotorcraft-gyroplanes for compensation and hire.
(e) The reasons why granting your request would be in the public interest; that is, how it would benefit the public as a whole: 

Currently there are no FAA certificated rotorcraft-gyroplanes in production for the gyroplane industry to use in order to conduct pilot and/or flight instructor training.  The limited number of FAA certificated rotorcraft-gyroplanes flying are over forty-years of age and do not reflect current gyroplane technology.  The gyroplane industry’s accident/incident rate reflects to the fact that there are insufficient gyroplanes available for training.  

I believe the issuing of a deviation to (entity) would be in the public interest because it would allow for a qualified flight instructor to conduct flight training in current technology gyroplanes and encourage the growth of the industry.  
(f) The reasons why granting the deviation would not adversely affect safety, or how the deviation would provide a level of safety at least equal to that provided by the rule from which you seek the deviation: 

The granting of this deviation would enhance safety and standardization within the rotorcraft-gyroplane community.  It will encourage gyroplane builders to seek out qualified rotorcraft-gyroplane flight instructors to receive training in accordance with the FAA regulatory requirements and practical test standards.
(g) A summary of the conditions the FAA can issue allowing the deviation in accordance with 14 CFR 91.319(h): 

(1) The rule from which you seek the deviation: 14 CFR § 91.319(a) (1) & (2).
(2) A brief description of the conditions of the deviation you seek: 

Conditions and limitations:
1.
The flight training authorized under the terms and conditions of this deviation are:
a. Training for the issuance of initial and additional rotorcraft-gyroplane rating for a recreational pilot, private pilot, commercial pilot and/or flight instructor certificate;
b. The flight training for the initial and additional class gyroplane rating for a sport pilot and/or flight instructor with a sport pilot rating;
c. Accomplishment of a flight review in a rotorcraft-gyroplane;
d. Maintaining currency or improving pilot proficiency skills in rotorcraft-gyroplanes; and

e. For qualification training in a newly certificated experimental gyroplane. 
2. The flight instructor allowed to conduct flight training under the terms and condition of this deviation must:

a. Hold a FAA flight instructor certificate with rotorcraft-gyroplane rating, 250 hours of flight experience, 100 hours in gyroplanes, and 10 hours in the specific make and model of gyroplane in which he/she is giving flight training; or

b. Meet the experience requirements established in accordance with                  § 61.411(c) when training for sport pilot and/or flight instructor with sport pilot privileges.

3. A person may receive flight training under the terms of this deviation for the purpose of:
a. Obtaining an initial or additional sport pilot, recreational pilot, private pilot, commercial pilot and/or flight instructor rating in a rotorcraft-gyroplane;

b. Completing a flight review in a rotorcraft-gyroplane; 

c. Maintaining currency or improving pilot proficiency in a rotorcraft-gyroplane; or
d. Qualification training in a newly certificated experimental rotorcraft-gyroplane.
4. The rotorcraft-gyroplane must:

a. Meet the requirements of § 91.319(b) and have a current and valid experimental airworthiness certificate;

b. Have a current annual condition inspection and within the preceding 100 flight hours of operation, received a 100-hour inspection.  Each inspection must have been accomplished by an appropriate rated repairman or repair station in accordance with the scope and detail of Appendix D of 14 CFR part 43 and has been found to be in safe operating condition; and
c. The inspections specified in paragraph 4b must be recorded in an appropriate maintenance record with the following or similar worded statement:  “I certify that this rotorcraft-gyroplane has been inspected on (insert date) in accordance with the scope and detail of Appendix D of  14 CFR part 43 and has been found to be in safe operating condition.”  The entry must include the total time in service, the name, certificate type, and signature of the person or agency that conducted the inspection.

5. The training for any certificate, rating or privilege under this deviation the rotorcraft-gyroplane must:   
a. Have an unpressurized cabin;

b. Have a flight manual that has been developed in accordance with requirements below and been reviewed by (entity).  The flight manual must include the following information:

i. Explanation of the systems installed to include but not limited to:

1. Rotor system operations and limits;

2. Powerplant operations and limits;

3. Fuel system operations and limits; and
4. Electrical system operations and limits;
ii. Explanation of limitations, when appropriate (i.e., causes of negative roll with yaw, effects of unloading the rotor disk in flight, recovery from pilot-induced oscillations, etc.);
iii. Weight and center of gravity limitations;

iv. Normal, abnormal, and emergency operating procedures appropriate to the rotorcraft-gyroplane;

v. Airspeed limitations;

vi. Performance limitations;
vii. Height/velocity limitations;

viii. Kinds of flight conditions the gyroplane maybe be operated in (VFR Day and/or Night); and

ix. A method to determine date and revision number of the flight manual. 
 (h) Any additional information, views or arguments available to support your request:  

This deviation will be managed by the undersigned who is a FAA certificated flight instructor with rotorcraft-gyroplane privileges.
